The Holy Spirit's presence
enables the believer to talk to the God of the universe and call Him his own Father,
Gal. 4:6, Prayer is an instxrument provided by God's grace not only to meet the
needs of the difficulties, trials, and adversities of life, but also as a means of
expregsing gratitude, thanksgiving and praise to Him, The latter is called
Communion, fellowship, spiritual intercourse. The former is called a petition.
Intercession reaches out and includes others. Oft times the question is asked,
Does the Lord hear and answer the prayer of an unbeliever? I believe you will be
able to coxrrectly answex that question when you see the requirements placed on
the prayers of a believer who it would seem rarely has his prayers answered,
